O Presidente Mota Amaral, que estará em Berlim pela primeira vez na qualidade de Presidente da Assembleia da República, deverá encontrar-se com o recentemente eleito Presidente da Comissão Europeia, José Manuel Durão Barroso. Neste fórum deverão também participar o Chanceller Alemão, Gerhard Schröder, o Presidente do Bundestag, Wolfgang Thierse, entre outras individualidades da Bélgica, Ucrânia, República Checa, Áustria, Espanha, França, Luxemburgo, Itália, entre outros. 
A conferência abordará as seguintes áreas temáticas: A Europa no Mundo; O uso das Culturas Europeias e da sua substância; Porquê Europa? 

Aproveitamos para sublinhar que o Presidente Mota Amaral foi convidado para participar nesta conferência pelo Presidente do Bundestag, aquando da visita oficial que Wolfgang Thierse efectuou à Assembleia da República no passado mês de Maio. Na altura, o líder do Parlamento Alemão foi orador na Conferência “Os novos desafios da União Europeia: alargamento e tratado constitucional”, que decorreu na Sala do Senado da Assembleia da República. 
Para além do programa oficial da Conferência, está ainda previsto um encontro com alguns dos órgãos de comunicação social das comunidades portuguesas e uma recepção na Embaixada de Portugal em Berlim.
