Scientific Council secures self evaluation on a regular basis, engaging all members
of the unit. Detailed Annual Reports are issued and discussed by all members.

CIUHCT has presently two PhD programs, both evaluated as Excellent by the
National Agency. We propose to merge the two programs into one PhD FCT
Program, which is currently under evaluation. The proposed FCT PhD program is
not just the sum of the two existing programs, as it was able to attract the
institutional collaboration of Spanish and Brazilian universities, thus presenting
itself as an Iberian-South American program.

5. How does it see its relations to other national centres with a related research
mission?

CIUHCT has an active policy of encouragement of a vivid relationship with other
national research centres and groups, both in our specific field and in close and
broader disciplinary areas, such as History, Philosophy and Sociology. CIUHCT
also encourages the participation of its members in interdisciplinary networks,
which address contemporary trans-disciplinary cutting edge topics such as
environmental policies.

6. What plans does it have for seeking supplementary research funding outside
Portugal?

CIUHCT is aware of the relevance of securing international EU funding. In this
context CIUHCT is already engaged, with several European partners, in funding
programs, namely within Horizon 2020 and Marie Curie PhD programs (The Institut
fur Zeitgeschichte; Munich) and career grants. Additionally, CIUHCT is preparing a
new proposal within the European Commission Twinning Program, together with
the Max-Planck-Institut fur Wissenschaftsgeschichte (Berlim) and the Centre de
Recherche en Histoire de I'Innovation (Sorbonne).
