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David Hochschild was appointed chair of the California Energy Commission
by Governor Gavin Newsom in February 2019. He fills the environmental
position on the five-member Commission where four of the five members are
required by law to have professional training in specific areas - engineering
or physical science, environmental protection, economics, and law.

Chair Hochschild's career has spanned public service, environmental

advocacy, and the private sector. He first got involved in the solar energy field in 2001 in San Francisco
as a special assistant to Mayor Willie Brown where Chair Hochschild launched a citywide $100 million
initiative to put solar panels on public buildings. He also cofounded the Vote Solar Initiative, a 60,000-
member advocacy organization promoting solar policies at the local, state, and federal levels. He was
executive director of a national consortium of leading solar manufacturers and worked for five years at
Solaria, a solar company in Silicon Valley. From 2007 to 2008, he served as a commissioner at the San
Francisco Public Utilities Commission.

For his work to advance clean energy, Chair Hochschild was awarded the Sierra Club's Trailblazer
Award, the American Lung Association's Clean Air Hero Award, and the U.S. Department of Energy's
Million Solar Roof True Champion Award. Chair Hochschild holds a bachelor of arts from Swarthmore
College and a master of public policy from the John F. Kennedy School of Government at Harvard
University. He also was a Coro Fellow in Public Affairs.!

Mcllwain was director of the office of business partner at the U.S. Department of E nergy
from 2009 -2011 and director for workforce planning and management at the Architect
of the Capitol from 2003 B 2009.

She earned a Master of Public Administration from George Mason University and a
Master of Science in administration from Central Michigan University.

As
CEO, he grew the company from a Stanford University public interest project into a
nationally recognized platform. Most recently he founded a legal tech accelerator to
support entrepreneurs who want to innovate in our legal and public policy system.

Josh earned a JD/MBA from Stanford University in 1999. While a student, Josh
cofounded the Stanford Board Fellows program, which trains students to serve on the
boards of local nonprofits, engaging them in social progress at the beginning of their
careers, rather than the end.

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Nancy Skinner, Senate
California State Senate

A social justice advocate, energy and climate change
trailblazer and accomplished legislator, Nancy
Skinner was first elected to the state Senate in 2016
after completing three terms in the state Assembly.
Senator Skinner currently serves as chair of the
Senate’s Budget and Fiscal Review Committee and
vice-chair of the Legislative Women’s Caucus.

Skinner has authored groundbreaking laws including SB 206, the Fair Pay to Play Act, making California
the first state to give college athletes the right to earn money from their name, image, and likeness; SB
1421, opening up police misconduct records for the first time in 40 years; and SB 1437, overhauling
California’s unjust felony murder rule. While in the Assembly, she authored AB 153, requiring Amazon
and other internet retailers to collect sales tax; AB 1014, the first in the nation gun violence retraining
order otherwise known as ‘red flag’ law; and AB 1930, giving college students access to federal food
assistance, which has now been copied by most every state in the country.

Skinner began her public service in 1984 as the first and only student elected to the Berkeley City Council.
On the council, Skinner introduced the nation’s first Styrofoam ban and co-founded an international
association, ICLEI-Local Governments for Sustainability, which now includes 2,500 local and regional
governments in over 125 countries. Skinner's work at ICLEI led to the initiation of the Cities for Climate
Protection program, which engaged hundreds of cities worldwide to take action to stop climate change.

Skinner is a past member of the East Bay Regional Park District board, a former small business owner,
and an active advocate to increase the number of women in elected office. She served on the Board of
the East Bay Women'’s Political Caucus and launched the Women in Power PAC to support Democratic
women running for state office.

Skinner's Senate District includes the cities of Alameda, Albany, Berkeley, El Cerrito, Emeryville, El
Sobrante, Hercules, Kensington, Oakland, Piedmont, Pinole, Richmond, Rodeo, San Leandro, and San
Pablo. She is a graduate of UC Berkeley, earning both a BS and an MA.



Cecilia Aguiar-Curry, Assembly Member
California State Assembly

In November 2016, Cecilia Aguiar-Curry was elected to the
California Assembly to represent the 4th District that includes
all or parts of Napa, Lake, Yolo, Sonoma, Colusa and Solano
counties.

Cecilia grew up in western Yolo County and has long served

her community. After going to school and working in the Bay

Area for several years, she moved back to her hometown of

Winters where she almost immediately became active in the

local community and a regional leader on several issues. She first served as planning
commissioner and then was elected to the city council eventually serving as the first
female mayor of Winters.

While growing up, Cecilia was surrounded by agriculture. As a youth, she cut apricots in
the packing shed and helped her father in the walnut orchards in the area. She is still
involved in local agriculture to this day as she and her brothers own an 80-acre walnut
orchard.

After earning a degree in business administration from San Jose State University, she
launched a consulting firm that specialized in public outreach with government agencies.

As mayor of Winters, Cecilia oversaw improvements in the downtown area and worked
to improve local schools, including securing computers for every sixth grader in the city.
She also brought broadband internet to rural communities, built senior housing and
helped the area to become an agricultural and food innovation hub for the region.

With the understanding that employment is central to any successful community, Cecilia
helped bring a PG& E training facility to Winters that provided hundreds of jobs for local
residents.

Cecilia was also involved in efforts to create the Berryessa Snow Mountain National
Monument in the inner California Coast Ranges that was proclaimed by President Obama
in 2015.

She currently resides in Winters a block from her childhood home with her longtime
partner, Larry Harris, and has a stepson and two grown daughters.
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Assemblymember Jim Cooper proudly represents California’s 9th Assembly
district, which includes the cities of Sacramento, Elk Grove, Galt, and Lodi.
Cooper currently serves on several committees, including: Public Employees
Retirement and Social Security Committee, Governmental Organization
Committee, and Insurance Committee. Cooper also serves as Chair of the
Assembly Budget Subcommittee No. 4 on State Administration and the
Assembly Select Committee on Community Law Enforcement Relations and
Responsibilities.

He has served on the
boards of the Boys & Girls Club, Big Brothers Big Sisters, and the Sacramento Children’s Receiving
Home. Cooper grew up in Sacramento and is a graduate of the West Point Leadership Academy and
FBI National Academy. He earned a Master’s degree in Organizational Leadership from Saint Mary’s
College.

As a regional director for Sons of the Flag, Heath is working to bring together community
leaders, pioneering physicians, experienced military service members, and dedicated
first responders to advance care and treatment of long-term burn victims.

Through his church, Heath did extensive volunteer work in Cambodia where he helped
build churches and English schools.

While serving in the Legislature, Heath has fought for improved public safety in California,
as well as working to ensure hard-working farmers have a voice at the table. More
specifically, Heath’s legislation has established a statewide firefighter apprenticeship
program, provided greater access to individuals’ vital records, and set safety standards
pertaining to electric motorized scooters. As the Minority Floor Leader, Heath ensures
fairness and justness in the legislative process in the Assembly. Serving as the Vice
Chairman of the Committees on Natural Resources and Labor & Employment as well as
sitting on the Agriculture, Rules and Business & Professions committees, Heath is able
to provide fresh perspectives to policy debates and the legislation related to these areas.
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Laura Friedman was elected to the California State Assembly in November 2016 to
represent the 43rd Assembly District, which encompasses the cities of Burbank,
Glendale, and La Cafada Flintridge, as well as the communities of La Crescenta and
Montrose, and the Los Angeles neighborhoods of Atwater Village, Beachwood
Canyon, Los Feliz, East Hollywood, Franklin Hills, and Silver Lake.

Laura’s legislative work is focused in three primary areas: addressing the housing
affordability and homelessness crisis, combating climate change, and protecting vulnerable communities.
During her time in the Assembly, Laura has secured $20 million in funding for the completion of the Glendale
Riverwalk Project, and authored a package of bills to create new avenues for communities to tackle the
affordable housing crisis, encourage water conservation, strengthen environmental sustainability, protect
communities against devastating wildfires, improve access to higher education and health care, and ensure
that California’s foster youth have the support that they need as they transition to adulthood.

Laura has been tapped for several leadership roles in the legislature, including the Chair of the Assembly
Natural Resources Committee, Assistant Speaker pro Tempore for the Assembly, the Chair of the Assembly
Select Committee on Small Business and Entrepreneurship, and the Chair of the Joint Rules Subcommittee
on Sexual Harassment Prevention and Response where she’s led a historic bicameral and bipartisan reform
of the legislature’s response to sexual harassment that's become a model for other states and local
governments to follow.

Long recognized as a steadfast advocate for the environment, sustainable communities, and active
transportation, in 2020 she was appointed to serve as the Chair for the Assembly Committee on
Transportation. The Committee’s broad scope covers high-speed rail, California’s thousands of miles of
roadways and transportation infrastructure, freight and regional transportation agencies, mobile sources of
air pollution, fuels, mass transit, vehicles, aircraft, bicycles and pedestrian facilities, and vessels, as well as
the California Department of Transportation and the Department of Motor Vehicles. Laura’s appointment as
Chair marks a shift towards forward-thinking policies such as investing in mass transit, bicycle and pedestrian
infrastructure, zero-emission vehicles, road safety, and sustainability.

In addition to her role at the helm of the Assembly Transportation Committee, Laura also serves as Chair of
the bicameral Environmental Caucus, and as a member of the Assembly Committees on Arts, Entertainment,
Sports, Tourism, and Internet Media; Natural Resources; and Water, Parks, and Wildlife.

Laura got her start in the private sector working as a film and television executive and producer after receiving
her B.A. from the University of Rochester, New York. In 2001, she launched her own web-based small
business. Building on her years of community service, she was elected to the Glendale City Council in 2009,
served as Mayor from 2011 through 2012 and was re-elected in 2013.

Throughout her career, she’s served on a number of boards and commissions. She served for seven years
on the Board of Directors of the Metropolitan Water District of Southern California. She is a Past President of
the Independent Cities Association, was a Hollywood-Burbank Airport Commissioner, and a Board Member
of the Southern California Association of Governments where she was a member of the Energy and
Environment Committee. Laura also spent five years on the Glendale Design Review Board.

Laura is a Glendale resident and lives with her husband Guillaume Lemoine, a landscape designer, and their
daughter Rachel.
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Assemblymember Chris Holden brings to the legislature a lifetime of
experience in public service and business garnered during his many years
on the Pasadena City Council and the Burbank-Glendale-Pasadena
Airport Authority. He was first elected to the California State Assembly in
2012, and was overwhelmingly re-elected in 2014, 2016, and 2018 from a
district that stretches from Pasadena in the West to Upland in the East and
includes the communities of Altadena, Claremont, La Verne, Monrovia,
Rancho Cucamonga, San Dimas, Sierra Madre, and South Pasadena.

While in office Holden has authored legislation to save developmental disability services, protect public
health, and preserve civil rights. He supports legislation that grows our economy, protects our
environments, strengthens our infrastructure and supports working families.

On developmental disabilities, Holden successfully lead efforts to keep developmentally disability service
providers open and funded at appropriate levels. He fought to increase reimbursement rates for
developmental disability service providers in cities that had minimum wage laws that outpaced the
State’s. Now with a $25 million dollar increase in the budget, that would be matched with federal funds,
there is $50 million dollars for bridge funding to retain vital services for individuals and families living with
disabilities including autism, Down syndrome, cerebral palsy, and intellectual disabilities.

On children’s health, Holden passed legislation that expands lead testing in drinking water within
California’s childcare centers. The legislation also requires child care providers to receive instruction on
the risks of and how to prevent lead exposure, and requires them to give parents written information
about childhood blood lead testing requirements.

On civil rights, Holden passed a bill that requires the Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) to include
information in the California Driver's Handbook regarding a person’s civil rights during a traffic stop.

After the wildfires in 2017, Holden served as co-chair of the Wildfire Preparedness and Response
Legislative Conference Committee with his colleague, Senator Bill Dodd. The Committee passed
legislation to provide comprehensive safety solutions to make the electricity system safer and protect
ratepayers. The legislation also protects wildfire victims’ rights in civil actions and bans the use of
ratepayer funds for executive compensation or perks. As Chair of Assembly Committee on Utilities and
Energy, Holden will continue to seek solutions to California’s wildfire crisis.

Locally, Holden established himself as a leader in strengthening the economic vitality of the San Gabriel
Valley by organizing a transportation roundtable with Los Angeles Mayor Eric Garcetti and the Mayors of
11 other cities to discuss the transportation priorities for the area, including the future of the Metro Gold
Line extension. For the past four years, as Chair of the Assembly Select Committee on Regional
Transportation Solutions, Holden held hearings to discuss timely transportation issues for the region and
the State. The hearings, attended by hundreds, included local and state government officials and
transportation experts that discussed issues regarding funding solutions, active transportation and
managing regional growth.

Holden currently chairs the Assembly Committee on Utilities and Energy. Additional committee
assignments include Business & Professions, Communications and Conveyance, Environmental Safety



and Toxic Materials, and Judiciary. He is Chair of the Select Committee on Regional Transportation and
Interconnectivity Solutions and sits on the Advisory Committee of the Santa Monica Mountains
Conservancy. He also serves on the Select Committee on Science, Technology, Engineering and Math
Education and is an Alliance member of the Select Committee on the Status of Boys & Men of Color.
From 2016 to 2018, he was Chair of the California Legislative Black Caucus.

Prior to his election to the Assembly, Holden served 24 years as a Pasadena City Councilmember and
Mayor. He was the youngest City Councilmember at age 28 and only the second African American to
serve as Mayor. Throughout his years of public service, Holden has been a champion in creating jobs,
preserving vital services, strengthening the economic vitality of the San Gabriel Valley and expanding
the light rail. While on the City Council, Holden served as a Commissioner and President of the Burbank-
Glendale-Pasadena Airport Authority and on the Pasadena Light Rail Alignment Task Force.

He is a
lifelong resident of the district and graduate of San Diego State University. He lives in Pasadena with his
wife, Melanie, and children Nicholas, Alexander, Austin, Mariah and Noah.
